· You will be assigned to groups of 2-3.

· You will choose a Native American group from the map in this packet (also found in the introduction to Chapter 1 in the American History text).  Each group must choose a different Native American group.

· You should use ABC-Clio to find information and images before going to any other source.  Once you have exhausted the resources on ABC-Clio, you may look elsewhere on the Internet.

· Your final product will be a Google Presentation that you will present to the class.  Each person must have his/her own Google account.  You will share the presentation using Google Documents.  This way, all of you can be editing the presentation at the same time.  Your slides must be in the following format:

1. Title Slide: Name of Native American nation, name of group members, image to illustrate.

2. Location Slide: Information about your group’s location in North America.  You should include a map, images, and information on the geography and climate.  Be sure to mention how these affected their lifestyle. 
3. Food Slide: What was your group’s main source of food?  Were they stationary farmers?  Were they nomadic hunters?  Were they dependent on a body of water?  Be sure to include images to illustrate.
4. Culture Slide: Include religious beliefs, social structure, celebrations, and other traditions.  Must include images to illustrate.
5. Image Source List: For each image, cite your source on this slide.  Mention the name and location of the image and give credit to the source.  Remember what you learned in your Weebly website project about copyright rules and properly searching for and citing images you use for educational purposes. (Use the Advanced Search with Google Image Search or use Creative Commons.)
6. Information Source List: You must have proper citations for each of your sources of information, including ABC-Clio.  Be sure to check the Social Studies Department Research Packet to find citation format information.

· Part of your grade is also based on your group presentation to the class.  Be sure that everyone has a part, that it is well rehearsed, and that no one reads directly off the presentation slides or index cards.  

· This will count as a quiz grade for quarter 2.
